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How many of our Brethren, indeed how many
readers of this journal fully realise that the
handsome extension to our premises that houses
the Function Suite, disabled toilets, new bar and
new extended stockroom is now open over ten
years ?

| would doubt that many of us would have known
this, such has time flown since Brother Alexander
Murray PGM formally opened the facilities in
October 1994. Such is our almost complete
dependence upon these superb facilities, many
wonder just how we would have survived without
the Function Suite, and the room it now affords
us.

Right from those early days back in the 1980s
when the idea was initially introduced, and
through all the trials and tribulations of buying the
land, and obtaining the final planning permission,
it was a vision of hope for the Lodge, which more
than a few short-sighted people doubted would
come to fruition.

Granted that there were some dark and difficult
times for the Lodge, as we struggled against the
conditions placed upon the purchase of the land
from our next door neighbours, the Bourock
Church, but the sheer belief that we were right,
and that this was definitely the way ahead for the
Lodge, was the light at the end of the tunnel. This
beacon, was kept fed and burning brightly by the
vision and imagination of our worthy Secretary at
that time — Bro Bud Gauld. Many were the
protracted discussions about finance and planning
held in Management. Long were the meetings
with our architects, about the layout and finish for
our new facilities. Heated were the tempers at
times as we realised just how much debt we were
taking on to finance our dream.

At that time, when you consider what we had
already raised in our Building Fund, earmarked for
the work, and the projected costs received from
various builders, it was a mammoth undertaking
for Union & Crown, and one which may well have
brought a lesser Lodge to its knees.

At that time it is calculated that a sum in excess of
£160,000 was required to complete all the work.

Edtmd% February 2005

This meant that a figure not too much short of
£100,000 would have to be obtained, from
whatever source, to enable us to proceed. The
Brethren of the Lodge, who had been kept well
aware of all that was happening throughout the
long and tortuous process, fully supported the
decision to proceed and work was soon started.

We would be less than truthful to say that all went
well during the approximately twelve month
building period, as several ups and downs were
experienced, but as the late summer of 1994
approached it was plain for all to see that the
correct conclusion had been reached by all and
the foresight of one man, ably assisted by a whole
host of helpers was just about to bear fruit — and it
was to be a bounteous harvest.

If 1 remember correctly, the first formal function
held in the Function Suite was a birthday party, in
fact it was a 40" Birthday Party held in September
of that year for a young and fresh-faced office-
bearer called Bro Robert Miller, and it was a
roaring success. A new standard had been set,
and the Brethren of 307, and their families and
friends, had a new exciting venue for all their
celebrations. One which was destined to be an
outstanding success.

Ten years on, it is still a success, and countless
functions, of every shape and form have been
held there. The actual sum outstanding is now
well under £30,000 and this comfortable debt is
only a couple of years from being cleared.

This will leave the Lodge with good modern
facilities which are the envy of other Lodges in the
Province, indeed they are the envy of many other
establishments in the town itself, and with the
debts fast receding, on a firm financial footing.

Where now are the critics of the original plans ?
Where are those who could not see, nor accept
the vision that this was the way forward for the
Lodge ? We would suggest that they are
probably sitting back in the Social Club, enjoying
the facilities, telling the younger Brethren that if
we hadn’t had the courage to proceed 10 years
ago, goodness knows where the Lodge would be !

It is fitting, in what is Presidential Inauguration year in the US, that we look at the history of the
Bible used in the very first Presidential Inauguration Ceremony in April 1789.

George Washington's inauguration ceremony was
painstakingly planned down to the tiniest detail - with just
one exception. As the first president of the United States
arrived at New York's City Hall by horse-drawn carriage
and prepared to step onto the open balcony, it belatedly
occurred to organisers that there ought to be a Bible on
which Washington could take the oath of office.

One of the men at hand, parade marshal Jacob Morton,
(who happened to be Master of St. John's Lodge No. 1)
offered to provide one from his lodge, which was located
nearby. The 1767 King James Version was rushed to the
hall and Washington placed his hand upon it for the
ceremony. As he completed the oath, specially written for
the occasion, Washington (a member of Alexandria Lodge,
No.22) added the completely unscripted words, "l swear,
so help me God," and bowed to kiss the Bible. Thus was
born a tradition followed by almost every one of the 42
presidents inaugurated since then, including some who
have used the very same Bible.

It is widely thought that the use of the Masonic Bible for Washington's ceremony also may have
dodged an ecumenical problem, as no church's bible would have been acceptable to people of
the various denominations. By using one owned by a fraternal organisation instead of a Bible
from one of New York's then 22 different churches, a potential disagreement over the president
favouring one denomination over another was avoided.

In the two centuries since then, the Washington Bible has been used at a variety of national
events, including other inaugurations, the dedication of the Washington Monument and the laying
of the cornerstone of the U.S. Capitol building. Lodge rules also allow it to be used for various
Masonic ceremonies and the inaugurations of New York governors.

This precious VSL is still owned by the St. John's Lodge, and was escorted to Washington last
month for it to be displayed as part of an inauguration exhibit at the National Archives.

President George W. Bush had hoped to use it for his first inauguration in 2001, but the damp
weather that day prevented this. The Bible was brought to Washington for the ceremony, but
the Secret Service wanted it in place on the podium an hour before the ceremony started. Given
the Bible® age and historic value, St John's Lodge weren®willing to let it be exposed to the cold
drizzle that long, so Bush used a family Bible.

Records kept by the Architect of the Capitol indicate that only one president in the 216 years
since Washington was inaugurated did not take the oath of office with one hand on a Bible.
Franklin Pierce, the 14th president, "affirmed"-- but did not "swear" - his oath with one hand on a
law book, instead of a Bible.  Some historical records say Pierce did so because of a crisis of
faith after his only remaining child, an 11-year-old boy, was killed in a train accident a few weeks
before the inauguration.

There are some firm rules about the use and handling of the George Washington Bible. Only a
president being sworn in is allowed to touch the pages of the Bible without gloves. The Lodge
has to obtain special permission for the Bible not to be X-rayed for airport security, however.
Instead, when it must be transported by air, arrangements are made for it to be inspected by
hand, including being screened for explosives residue.
