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We fully appreciate that fund-raising, and its need within the Lodge, is a subject that we have
touched upon in the past, and we make no apology for revisiting this extremely vital and
important topic once more.

Few Brethren of the Lodge fully understand just how much it takes to run the Lodge, and ensure
that we manage to remain financially viable.    They assume that their annual Test Fees, and
collections at Regular meetings are more than enough to pay the rates and electricity, with the
odd pound thrown into the raffle as a bonus.    Whilst it is good to have our own Temple, and
without doubt this is one of the very “corner-stones” upon the success of Union & Crown is
founded, the term “Millstone” often springs to mind, especially when we receive a particularly
high bill for its upkeep.    What many don’t realise is that the costs of maintaining and running
our own premises is extremely high.   In addition to the normal rates, gas and electricity, which
are considerable and in fact have just increased dramatically, there are many other outgoings
each month such as insurance, telephone, repairs, cleaning materials, fixtures and fittings etc.
which continue to place a severe strain upon the Lodge finances, as incomes dwindle.

In real terms the income that the Lodge receives from Test Fees has actually dropped, a
remarkable fact when you consider that the sum levied each year has increased tenfold over the
last twenty years.  The initiative which Grand Lodge entered upon some years ago to raise Test
Fees to a realistic level may have backfired on the Daughter Lodges.   Whilst the potential
income is quite considerable, this has to be offset against the dramatic decrease in the number
of Brethren who actually pay their annual fees, partially due to the massive increases.

The sums generated by the General fund collections at our Lodge meetings have also dropped
in real terms.   This is no doubt caused by the smaller attendances at Regular Meetings, but
when you consider that most Brethren probably gave £1-00 twenty years ago, and most likely
give the same now, you can see that this has an effect upon our finances with inflation.

The Lodge has to maximise the income it requires to remain solvent, and this is why over the
years we have organised a whole series of fund-raising events.   Stalwarts like the Summer
Fayre and the Deacons’ Coffee Morning can bring in a sum in excess of £1000 per annum, but
much more is necessary, if we are to simply stand still.  Hence the reason that you will have
observed an ever-increasing number of other fund-raisers such as Jumble Sales, Racenights,
Car Boot Sales, Quizzes etc. being advertised.

We know and appreciate that it is probably the same Brethren and their families and friends who
are contributing on each occasion.  We are indeed most grateful to this willing band, who
support us on a very regular basis, but we must attempt to ‘widen our net’ and try and take
some of the pressure off those who have been magnificent supporters.

So when someone asks you to buy a raffle ticket, of take a horse in the racenight, or support the
summer fayre with donations, please attempt to entice your friends and colleagues to also
contribute.     And remember that every single penny goes towards keeping Lodge Union &
Crown at the forefront of Freemasonry.

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A Journey to Perfection - Thoughts on the Rose Croix
Having been a Master Mason of a few years and having furthered my knowledge
by attending Lodges at home and abroad, I found my inquisitive side had been
©pricked© as to what the ªside degreesº were.   One thing I quickly discovered
from working overseas was that there appears to be a relatively high incidence
of Brethren amongst the travelling professionals and your typical ªBritish Expatº
can be encouraging and informative.   There are a lot of us out there !
One of those side degrees, which everybody advised me was an outstanding
experience was the ‘Rose Croix'.  How one joins was another enigma.
Due to a period of recovery from surgery, I became ‘stuck' back in my home
town of Bolton, for the first time since leaving for university many years
previously.  Once there, and my ‘social' habits restored I found myself in the company of new
friends, who turned out to be Masons.   Although I had visited a number of Lodges as a guest and
had always received a fine welcome, I always thought myself as a London Mason and had resisted
any invitation to join ‘Up North'.   I was chatting to two of my new Masonic friends, by chance
members of one of the local Chapters, they were able to further my inquisitive nature into the
mystery of the Rose Croix.  They advised me of what they could about the Ritual and what to expect.
I was smitten and readily accepted their invitation to join.   To gain admittance to a Rose Croix
Chapter, one has first to sign a declaration that professes a belief in the Trinitarian Christian Faith.
A candidate must also be a Master Mason of at least a year©s standing.   Criteria I easily satisfied.
The Chapter of Princes Rose Croix of HRDM is the eighteenth degree in a series of thirty-two of the
Ancient and Accepted Rite for England and Wales governed by the Supreme Council 33°.   The
regular conferment of the degree is termed ‘Perfection', and before admission to this degree can
commence, the candidate first has to be a member of the preceding seventeen degrees.    The
attained ranks of EA, FC and MM are classed as equivalent to the first three degrees of the Ancient
& Accepted Rite.
Membership forms were duly completed and the necessary Regalia procured.   Soon the
ªSummonsº was received and the fateful day dawned.   I arrived at the Masonic Hall at the appointed
hour and found that a second candidate (the maximum number allowed) was also to be admitted.
By sheer coincidence not only was my fellow candidate also a structural engineer, his name was
HUGHES, but he was the same age as myself, and had been raised at around the same time as
myself – Fate !!!   My progression on the ladder was about to begin.
Remembering back to my state of confusion at my initiation into the Craft, I made the conscious
decision to attempt to absorb as much as possible of the ceremony.  Not even the attendance of the
Very Illustrious Inspector General for North East Lancashire (equivalent to Provincial Grand Master)
was going to put me off and mMy fellow candidate and I waited with patient expectation for
admittance.   The door opened and we were led in before the Sovereign.  With the opening knocks
the Lodge of Perfection was opened, and confirmation that I would pledge to preserve the secrets
and mysteries obtained with the appropriate Obligation.
The following degrees were then conferred upon me :-

Fifth .......................................................................................... Perfect Master
Sixth ....................................................................................Intimate Secretary
Seventh ................................................................................. Provost & Judge
Eighth ...................................................................... Intendant of the Buildings
Ninth ..................................................................................... Elect of the Nine
Tenth ..................................................................................Elect of the Fifteen
Eleventh .....................................................................................Sublime Elect
Twelfth .........................................................................Grand Master Architect
Thirteenth .......................................................................Royal Arch of Enoch
Fourteenth ......................................Grand Elect Perfect and Sublime Master

This completed my initiation into the ‘Ineffable Degrees' and the Lodge of Perfection was closed
with the knocks, which I was pleased to discover that they were just as I had remembered).
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Well here we are almost at the end of another year of visitations and, as is
only to be expected of the Lodges in Renfrewshire East, to date every
Lodge has received a clear minute.  The members of the visitation teams
have, as usual, been well received and entertained by the Lodges; in
return, the numbers turning up to support the Lodges have increased.
